Anchorage Airport Update 

October 2018 
      

1. ANC North/South Runway Renewal Project: Project involves rehabilitating and widening RW 15/33 (the 
north/south runway), and updating taxiway geometry to meet FAA standards through the summers of 2018 and 2019.   
The runway is partially closed during the 2018 summer and will be fully closed during the 2019 summer.  Both 
construction seasons will require heavier cargo aircraft to be shifted to the east-west runways.  2019 summer 
construction will require all aircraft to utilize the east-west runways.   

a. The runway will be reopened full-length the beginning of October, and operations and noise levels will 
return to normal for the winter months.

2. LHD Taxiway V Reconstruction: Project is reconstructing Taxiway V. Improvements include upgrading the taxiway 
structural section, replacing and upgrading taxiway lighting, markings and signs, repairing/replacing storm drainage, 
and adjusting conflicting utilities as needed.  Construction is planned for completion by middle of October.  Various 
detour routes will be provided throughout the project to accommodate vehicle and aircraft traffic.  
 

3. Terminal Concessions:   
a. Pork and Pickle restaurant will soon be available to serve the public pre-security in conjunction with the 

current post security offerings.  Construction of the pre-security location is underway. 
b. Kuhl clothing store has opened at the connection of Concourses B and C. 

 
4. Coffee with a Cop: Join ANC airport police officers for coffee and conversation on October 3rd, from 9:00 AM– 12:00 PM 

at the South Terminal Bag Claim #1 carousel.  It’s a great opportunity to ask questions, voice concerns, and get to know 
the airport officers.
