The crash location will be off the departure end of Runway 32 on the beach.  

The exercise is designed to test and evaluate key elements of the emergency response to a 
mass casualty aircraft incident on a difficult to reach, possibly mud flat area, close to the airport.  
The Federal Aviation Administration requires airports to hold a full scale exercise once every 
three years.
