Garage Rules of Conduct

The following policy has been developed for utilizing the Fairbanks Regional Office Buildings’ Lower Parking Area.  This policy has been established by popular majority of the current list of divisional Managers and/or there representatives.  This policy heretofore will be referred to as the “FROB Lower Parking Garage Rules of Conduct”.  While most of these rules are known to be true, a need for clarification and written guidelines is required.

1. The garage driving lane is one way only.  This is clockwise when viewed from above.  Arrows and signage are provided to make this matter clear.

2. The garage entrance is on Seventh Avenue.  The garage exit is on Eighth Avenue.

3. The Speed Limit is 5 mph.  For those who have a problem distinguishing this rate of travel, it is recognized as the lowest speed possible by your vehicle without the use of the accelerator pedal.  This would be achieved after braking to a crawl on entering the garage, and after forward inertia has been established from a stop.

4. No backing (reverse) of vehicles, other than enough to get out of or into the assigned space, is allowed.  When approaching a parked vehicle preparing to back out of a space with reverse lights (white) lit, use courtesy and care.

5. Cutting across empty parking spaces is permissible when observing the above rules, right of way must be given to the person traveling in the lane.

6. Building service vehicles and approved contractors shall be the only exceptions to these (directional) rules in the rare events that it is necessary.  Use of hazard flashers should be the practice in these situations.

Any violations to the above rules should be reported to security.
