107-1.06 SANITARY, HEALTH, AND SAFETY PROVISIONS. 

Replace the fourth paragraph with the following:

The Contractor is responsible for ensuring all workers are adequately protected. The Contractor shall have a safety and health management program that complies with AKOSH requirements, and includes:
1.
A Site Specific Safety Plan(s) (SSSP) prior to the commencement of work. This plan must outline the safety measures and procedures to be followed on-site, ensuring compliance with all applicable federal, state, and local safety regulations.

2.
The SSSP shall be accessible to all contractor personnel and subcontractors, and provided to the Department upon request.
3.
A hazard analysis prior to the commencement of work.  It must specifically focus on the job functions and the hazards associated with performing them. The contractor is responsible for ensuring that all necessary personnel are informed of and follow the hazard analysis guidelines.

4.
New employee training and periodic worker training regarding safety and health.

5.
Regular safety meetings with written documentation of attendance, safety topics discussed, worker safety complaints, and corrective actions taken; and

6.
The Contractor shall implement a comprehensive Safety Program to oversee site safety, including the development and maintenance of the SSSP, hazard analysis, employee training, and safety meetings. The program must ensure compliance with safety regulations and promote a proactive safety culture. For specific tasks, refer to Subsection 108-1.03.
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
