SECTION 104

SCOPE OF WORK

104-1.01 INTENT OF CONTRACT.

Special Provision

Permits and Fees.  The scope of work includes all permits required to complete the work as included in the Contract documents, required by federal, state, and local governing agencies and utility companies.  The work, materials, and fees required to attain the permits are subsidiary to the Contractors Bid.
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SECTION 202

REMOVAL OF STRUCTURES AND OBSTRUCTIONS

Special Provisions

202-1.01 DESCRIPTION.  Add the following:

This work shall also include the demolition and removal of all improvements located at 265, 273, 275, 281, 301, and 323 E. Dowling Road, Anchorage, Alaska.

This work shall also include the decommissioning of ground water wells and the relocation of state owned office furniture and equipment including, filing cabinets, computers, copiers, printers and other property located in the building at the address of 281 E. Dowling Road, Anchorage, Alaska.  A licensed and bonded moving company shall be used to move the above mentioned items to a location to be determined by the Engineer, not greater than 10 miles from 281 E. Dowling.  The Engineer will be given a two week notice prior to moving the items.

The Contractor has the option to remove, without demolition, whole or partial structures.  All work associated with removal/moving, including utility work, haul routes, attaining access to private or government property, permit costs and fees, storage and other shall be included in the demolition and removal work as noted above.
202-3.01 GENERAL.  Add the following:  Demolish and remove all improvements located at 265, 273, 275, 281, 301 and 323 E. Dowling Road, Anchorage, Alaska.

Provide the Engineer with copies of all permits, agreements with utility companies and written consent to access private and or government property before starting work.

Where traffic maintenance is required for activities on the local, state and federal roads as defined in the Standard Specifications for Highway Construction, Section 643 and Special Provisions submit a Traffic Control Plan to the Engineer for review and receive approval before beginning related construction activity, coordinate with the Engineer.  Activities including moving whole or partial structures will require a Traffic Control Plan.

All work associated with removal/moving whole or partial structures, including utility work, haul routes, attaining access to private or government property, permit costs and fees, storage and other is subsidiary to Pay Item 202(1) and no additional compensation will be paid by the Department.
All hazardous material found on site must be removed and disposed of in accordance with the Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (ADEC ) Regulations.

Hazardous building materials surveys have been completed for this project.  The reports are available in hard copy form from the Contracting Agency Plans Room, (907) 269-0408.

Buildings being demolished may contain asbestos.  Take special handling measures when removing this material.
Provide temporary security fencing around the worksite before beginning demolition.
Demolish and remove the complete structure, the roof, floors, walls; including chimneys, foundations; including foundation walls, footings, posts, piers, and pilings.  Remove basement walls, footings, and the basement floor (slab on grade below the finish grade).  Asphalt paving and concrete slabs, including floor slabs at finish grade (with surrounding foundation walls and footings) shall be left in place.

All demolished materials are the property of the Contractor unless noted otherwise.  Handle and transport materials according to the Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) regulations.  Store materials at a Contractor DEC approved site.
Demolition materials not being used in the project, stored at a Contractor DEC approved site, or disposed of at a previously approved DEC disposal site require a DEC Solid Waste Disposal Permit.

Disposal sites shall be outside the project limits unless directed otherwise, in writing, by the Engineer.  Obtain written consent from the property owner.  Dispose of solid waste materials (including handling, transporting, storing and disposing) according to the Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) Regulations.  A DEC Permitting Officer in Anchorage may be contacted at (907) 269-7590.

Terminate and disconnect all utility services from the buildings.  ***Deleted***  Coordinate the disconnects with the respective utility companies.  Make disconnects at each building, cap the services at the slabs, and close the valves at the valve boxes.  The Department will have final disconnects completed for water and sewer mainlines under the follow-on highway construction contract.

Backfill all trenches, holes and pits flush to the surrounding finish grade with Select Material, Type C.  Grade fills and disturbed areas to drain.  Seed, mulch, and fertilize all disturbed ground, refer to Section 618.

Remove the water well pump and decommission the well located at 265 E. Dowling Road according to the State of Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation's regulations.

Complete all removal and clean up the premises including debris (trash, fences, decks, etc.) at each site by November 15, 2010.

Add the following Subsection 3.07:

202-3.07 GROUND WATER WELL DECOMMISSIONING.  Decommission the water well(s) according to DEC requirements conforming to 18AAC 80.015 Well Protection Source Water Protection, and Well Decommissioning, or a DEC approved alternate method.  Develop and submit a detailed Ground Water Well Decommissioning Plan to the Engineer.  Contact the Anchorage DEC office for plan review requirements of alternate methods.

202-5.01 BASIS OF PAYMENT.  Add the following:

Pay Item 202(1).  Payment is full compensation for activities and equipment associated with the demolition and removal of demolition materials of the improvements including ancillary facilities located at 265, 273, 275, 281, 301, and 323 E. Dowling Road, Anchorage, Alaska.  Activities including but not limited to:
