Materials Certification List (MCL).  The MCL provides the Engineer with the appropriate approving authority.  Contractor, submit certification for each material to the Engineer.  The MCL is included in Appendix C.

3.
Environmental Documents.  The Department has approved an environmental document addressing concerns and environmental commitments.  This document is available for review in the Department Section of Preliminary Design and Environmental.  (907) 269-0542.

4.
Laborers Mechanics Minimum Rate of Pay.  The current Laborers Mechanics Minimum Rate of Pay contains information on remote sites and per diem.  The Department of Labor has issued WHPL #197, which further clarifies this requirement.  See pay item 640(4).  

5.
Hiring Apprentices.  Administrative Order 226, issued July 24, 2005 establishes a 15% goal for hiring apprentices in certain job categories; on highway, airport, harbor, dam, tunnel, utility, or dredging projects awarded by the Alaska Department of Transportation and Public Facilities.  This Administrative Order will apply to projects advertised after September 1, 2005, where the project construction cost exceeds 2.5 million dollars.

Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Program.  Effective April 1, 2011, the Alaska Department of Transportation & Public Facilities returned to DBE Utilization Goals for projects funded with Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) funds for Northern and Southeast Regions.  FHWA approved the return to DBE goals based on recommendations of the Department's completed Disparity Study.

The Department received approval and implemented in 2010, a return to DBE Utilization Goals for Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and Federal Transit Administration (FTA).

FHWA has not yet approved the Department's request to return to DBE Utilization Goals for Central Region.  A Waiver to exclude a DBE group from DBE goal setting because that group had achieved parity with other contractors was requested and requires approval of the US Secretary of Transportation.  This waiver request was based on the finding of the Department's completed Disparity Study.  The Department expects this approval soon.

Contractors must continue to report creditable DBE participation/payments on the Monthly Summary of Disadvantaged Business Enterprise Participation Form 25A336 for FHWA funded projects.  This will allow the Department to continue to accurately report DBE participation to the FHWA as well as FAA and FTA.

Contractors must also continue to provide opportunities for DBE firms to participate on highway projects as appropriate.  A 0% DBE participation goal does not relieve the contractor of the requirement to provide equal opportunity in subcontracting, supplies or other services offered by DBE firms.

Utilities.
a.
Agreements and Dispositions.  Utility Agreements and dispositions are available for review at the office of the Utilities Engineer, (907) 269-0650.  Copies may be available, coordinate with the Utility Engineer.

b.
Utilities, and Erosion, Sediment and Pollution Control.  Utilities will be relocated by others concurrently with construction of this project.  The Contractor is responsible for the coordination with Other Contractor’s and for control of erosion, sediment and pollution including stabilization of areas disturbed during utility relocation, as described in Section 105-1.06.


The Contractor will identify, in their SWPPP, other work that is or will occur inside or adjacent to the project limits during the contract period.

8.
Asphalt Laydown Temperatures.  The Department may monitor laydown temperatures using a thermal imaging camera.  Unsatisfactory areas will be subject to additional testing and/or replacement at the Contractor’s expense as specified in Division 400.

9.
High Visibility Clothing.  The Department requires all workers within the project limits to wear an outer visible surface or layer of high visibility color and retroreflectivity.  See subsection 643-3.11.

10.
Section 670 Traffic Markings:  This section is recently revised including but not limited to submittal requirements and method of measurement.
11.
Salvage and Transport Items.  Contractor will salvage and transport existing bridge elements, concrete barriers, and guardrail to the Maintenance and Operations Yards in Quartz Creek and Fairbanks. See sections 202, 203 and 606.

12.
Section 501 Structural Concrete:  This Section is revised completely by replacement special provision for this project.

13.
Section 306 Asphalt Treated Base.  This Section is recently revised by replacement special provision.  The format is similar to Section 401 Hot Mix Asphalt and Surface Treatments.  Review for specific requirements including but not limited to a 0.5 multiplier applied to the Asphalt Treated Base Price Adjustment, 306-4.03, Evaluation of Materials For Acceptance.
14.
Prevailing Wage Requirements.  The Department of Labor and Workforce Development (DOLWD) proposed a revised regulatory definition of "on-site" in 8 AAC 30.910 to clarify the scope of activities covered by Alaska's Little Davis Bacon Act (AS 36.05.010 - AS 36.05.110).  for a copy of the revised definition of 8 AAC 30.910, go to:  http://www.labor.state.ak.us/lss/forms/400-revised-definition-of-on-site.pdf.

DOLWD will enforce the revised provisions on all projects with bid opening date on or after February 15, 2011.  Prospective bidders on projects with a bid opening date on or after February 15, 2011, must consider the impact of the revised regulation and bid accordingly.  DOLWD will not enforce the new "on-site" definition on projects with a bid opening date prior to February 15, 2011.

15.
Section 641 Erosion, Sediment, and Pollution Control – SWPPP Requirements.  Amend a SWPPP approved under an expired CGP to meet the requirements of a new, replacement CGP.  Amendments are included in and paid for under Pay Item 641(1) Erosion, Sediment, and Pollution Control Administration.

The ADEC issued (May 19, 2011) an APDES Construction General Permit (CGP) for Discharges from Large and Small Construction Activities (effective July 1, 2011 through January 31, 2016) replacing the CGP, of same name, expiring on June 30, 2011.  Refer to the ADEC internet site, www.dec.alaska.gov:
