619-1.01 DESCRIPTION.  Add the following:  

This work also includes installing Root Barrier in the locations shown on the Plans and specified herein.

Add the following subsections:

619-1.03 SUBMITTALS.  
Warranty:  Manufacturer’s standard warranty.

619-1.05 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING. 

1.
Delivery:  Deliver materials to site in manufacturer’s original unopened containers and packaging, with manufacturer’s labels intact and legible.  Keep all materials dry during delivery. 

2.
Acceptance at site:  Damaged materials determined by visual inspection will not be accepted.  Remove rejected materials from Project site immediately.

3.
Storage:  Store materials in a clean, dry area protected from weather in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions, in unopened boxes.  Do not store materials in direct sunlight.

4.
Handling:  Protect materials during handling and installation to prevent damage from weather and equipment.

619-3.04 INSTALLATION.  Installation of root barrier shall meet the following requirements:

1.
Contractor shall install root barrier at the locations indicated on the Plans.  Install root barrier in an excavated trench.

2.
Prior to placing root barrier, roots shall be cut off cleanly, outside of the root barrier from existing trail areas.

3.
Install with vertical root deflecting ribs facing away from the trail and towards remaining roots.

4.
Connect panels together as required.

5.
Do not backfill trench until the Engineer has inspected root pruning. 

619-4.01 METHOD OF MEASUREMENT.  Add the following:  Item 619(20) Root Barrier shall be measured per linear foot installed, complete in place.  Trenching, root trimming, excavation, or backfill for root barrier shall not be measured.
