Protections continued....

The amendment explicitly states that nothing in the policy shall:

e Abridge the rights of any property owner
...Including the right to refrain from participating in
any plan, project, program, or activity conducted
within or along a designated byway; or

e require any property owner to modify or permit
public access to his/her property; or

e Alter any adopted land use regulation or conveys
any land use or other regulatory authority to any
local coordinating entity.
